It is what we continually ask of ourselves and our incredible
staff and volunteers. We ask it of our generous supporters and of
those children, teens and adults with disabilities whom we serve.
As we Imagine the Possibilities we build on our rich history, move
forward, grow and secure a better future for those in need of our

support, care and encouragement.

Looking back on fiscal year 2007-08 at AbilityFirst allows
us to celebrate all that we have accomplished together. We also
proudly share new programs that we have set in motion to achieve
future goals through inclusion activities, new models for giving

and community awareness.

Here are a few of the year’s highlights:

PP We launched a $5 million capital campaign on September 20,
2007 to rebuild our small, out-dated Harry A. Mier Center, so
vital to serving the Inglewood/South Los Angeles community.
By December we had already achieved 100% giving from our
Board members. The new AbilityFirst Joan and Harry A. Mier
Center will be a completely accessible multi-use building that
will permit us to increase the number of individuals we serve

and to continue, sustain and enhance services.

AbilityFirst Apartments Irvine, our tenth affordable-accessible
apartment building, and our first in Orange County, opened
to tenants in May, helping to address a critical need for

such housing in the area. Designed in every aspect with the
needs of individuals with disabilities in mind, the apartment
complex allows people with special challenges to live with

more dignity, increased independence and peace of mind.

A Our showing at the 2008 Los Angeles Marathon was our
best ever, bringing in a grand total of $248,000, thanks
to the fundraising efforts and involvement of more than
600 AbilityFirst program participants, board members,
staff and family members. We were spurred to new heights
by a generous matching grant from the Forest Lawn
Foundation and an exciting new presenting sponsorship

from Comerica Bank.

. Our camp consolidation was successfully completed in
Summer 2008 and AbilityFirst hosted a record 516 campers at
our Camp Paivika. Participants who had attended our former
Camp Joan Mier in Malibu now enjoy enriching activities and
adventures at beautiful Camp Paivika in the San Bernardino
National Forest along with longtime Paivika campers, thanks
to the construction of a fifth cabin, an expanded health care

center and two additional summer sessions.

These highlights and more represent goals met for the
third year of our 2005-2010 Strategic Plan, established to help
AbilityFirst better serve children, teens and adults living with
disabilities through guided efforts to Modernize Services,
Professionalize Delivery of Services, Build Organizational

Capabilities and Increase Financial Strength.

All of our successes, this year and every year, depend not
only on our dedicated staff and volunteers, but also on our loyal
contributors and participants. We thank you for supporting
the AbilityFirst vision, for your trust in our mission and for the
invaluable gifts you provide to us with open hearts — your time,
talents and resources. We invite you to move forward with us as
we pledge to uphold our mission, fulfill our goals and Imagine

the Possibilities.

Room to Grow, More to Give
Our Anaheim Program experienced
significant growth this year after we were
awarded an agreement by the City of
Anaheim to deliver services for adults and
children with disabilities in Anaheim and
nearby communities. The expansion made
room for 160 participants, a 30% increase

over last year.

Under the agreement, the Anaheim
Program is continuing the After School
Enrichment Program which AbilityFirst
has operated in the city’s Maxwell Park
Recreation Center since 1990. In addition,
AbilityFirst now offers programs at other
city facilities, and not only during the
school year, but over the summer, during
winter and spring breaks, on weekday

evenings and on Saturdays.

New Thursday and Friday evening
social activities, as well as a Saturday
morning program at a local bowling

alley, are now available to adult program

the glow of pride felt by

teens with disabilities as they prove to

the community — and themselves — that

they are capable of helping others.

participants. On Saturday afternoons, a
mix of program activities and socialization
lets children experience the wider
community through field trips, sports

and recreation.

The Anaheim Program also took
over the city’s musical theater program for
individuals with disabilities and staged
its first show, “The Beat Goes On IL.” The
performance featured music from different
eras with choreography performed by
25 program participants before a large
appreciative audience at the Western High

School auditorium in Anaheim.

Breaking Down Barriers
Through Community Inclusion
Thanks to the implementation of a
brand new community partnership, young

people with disabilities at the Claremont

Center found themselves working side by
side with members of the Inland Valley’s
Community Senior Services (CSS) agency.
Together they assembled 50 well-stocked
disaster preparedness kits and delivered

them to homebound elderly area residents.

Not only did the project benefit
isolated and vulnerable seniors who
received three days of supplies critical
in the event of an emergency, but
because community seniors and the
center’s young program participants were
united in a common purpose, barriers
crumbled and friendly connections were
established. Best of all, the Claremont
Center teens expressed pride at being able

to help others.

A resounding success, the
partnership, made possible by a grant
awarded to CSS from the UCLA Tarjan
Center’s Spencer-Russell Service Inclusion
Mini-Grant program, will repeat in 2009,
and appears poised to become an ongoing

annual program at the center.



A Gift from the Foothill Guild

Claremont Center’s major support

group, the Foothill Guild, held its 25th

annual fundraiser in conjunction with
the Claremont Kiwanis Club at the
Candlelight Pavilion Dinner Theatre.
Featuring a performance of “Buddy: The

friends Pastor Bob Alvarez and County

of Los Angeles Deputy Fire Chief Jesus
Burciaga, co-chairs of Los Padrinos

advisory board.

To be part of Los Padrinos is to be
part of the East Los Angeles Center family,
helping children with disabilities “who

need love and care and whose parents

need assistance as well,” said Pastor Alvarez.

In reaching out to the East Los
Angeles community, Los Padrinos strives
to increase awareness of the services that
AbilityFirst provides. It invites individuals
to contribute to the center, through direct
participation and/or funding, to enable us
to extend those services to meet the needs
of more of the underserved children and
teens who are living with disabilities in

the area.

Pastor Alvarez hopes that by
becoming involved, community members
will “fall in love” with these kids just
the way they have captured both his and
Chief’s hearts.

“A lot of us have been blessed, and
I think it’s important that we give it back.
It’s a great place to put your time and

your money if you want to see something

that can affect the world,” Pastor Alvarez
added.

Healthy Living,
Social Interaction

Aquatics programs are key at our
Harry A. Mier Center, whose indoor warm
water pool is used for fun, therapy and
exercise by program participants, seniors

and the general community.

This year, Aquatics Coordinator
Ieshya Parker established a healthy living
program for swimming seniors and other
individuals with health issues. Another
healthy dividend: bringing the program
into the center has created more
opportunities for interaction among

the center’s diverse groups.

The free classes, planned around
exercise and information fostering well-
being, have inspired family members of
some program participants to sign up. One
country line dancing class became a well-
received exercise in social interaction when
adult program participants on site joined

in for an impromptu dance-along.

“It was amazing how that happened,”
said Harry A. Mier Center Director Christel
Mintz. “It was so nice to see everybody

dancing together all of a sudden.”

Pillars of Strength

Acceptance and community
involvement is behind the Harry A. Mier
Center’s innovative new Pillars group, a
committed core group of staff from the
center and AbilityFirst headquarters, who
are using their skills and understanding to
build bridges to the community. Together
they oversee, develop and enhance efforts
by the center’s larger parent group to
raise awareness of the center and make it
a familiar community destination. Those
efforts have included such low- or no-cost
events as “Splash Theatre,” a popcorn-
movie night held poolside. “It’s just about

getting to know us,” Mintz said.

LAWRENCE L. FRANK CENTER
PASADENA

The Lawrence L. Frank Center’s 8th
annual Holiday Pageant in December
was greeted by both cast and audience
with laughter, tears and pride — because
the stars of the pageant were center
children and young adults, delighting
family and friends with their acting,
singing and dancing.

Held in the First Church of the
Nazarene in Pasadena, the sell-out
program included the pageant’s main
attraction, a Western-themed play called
“Bad Bart Revisited.” As always, our
young actors put on a show that no one in
attendance will ever forget, celebrating,
with all the joys of the season, AbilityFirst’s

emphasis on “can” over “can’t.”

The Holiday Pageant began nearly

nine years ago as a modest skit in the
Lawrence L. Frank Center’s multipurpose
room. It has grown over the years in size
and scope to include scores of center

participants and an audience of hundreds.

In recent years, First Church of the
Nazarene has opened its Chapel to us,
providing a well-appointed theater setting
with high quality lights and sound. Props,
sets and backdrops have been contributed
by Universal, 20th Century Fox, Warner

Bros. and other film studios.

The pageant gives our young people
with disabilities the chance to shine in
the spotlight, an opportunity not often
available to them in school plays. It has
proven to be a significant confidence
booster for such program participants as

Jessica Marrero, age 18.

Jessica, who has Down syndrome,
was once extremely shy in public, yet
she commanded the stage in this year’s
pageant as singer Madonna in an upscale
version of “Material Girl.” Wearing a full-
length red gown and long gloves, Jessica
was self-possessed and elegant as she
performed with a handsome line-up of her

tuxedo-clad male peers.

“Her social skills have really
expanded,” said Norma Isahakian,
Jessica’s mother. “She feels like she fits
in, and she’s really opened up to different
people, and different events. And she’s
more willing to go somewhere she might
not have been comfortable going before

she was in the pageant.”

New challenges — more movement,
more choreography, lip-synching and
line readings — are added with each show
and the chance to take part has become a
powerful incentive for center children and

teens to work on program goals during the



year. “It motivates them to do better,” said
Michael Barkyoumb, Lawrence L. Frank

Center director.

With participation by staff, children
from outside groups and high school
volunteers, the pageant offers our program
participants an all-important inclusionary
experience, too. And, every holiday show
(whether an adaptation of “Grease,” “West
Side Story” or “It’s a Wonderful Life”),
is crafted with spoken and unspoken
messages for both actors and audiences
about love and acceptance, self-worth

and possibilities.

Exercising Independence

As part of our commitment to
inclusion through center- and community-
based activities we are always seeking
new opportunities for interaction between
program participants and non-disabled
individuals. This year some of our center’s
adult participants were encouraged to take
an off-site “Fusion Body Conditioning”
class offered by City of Long Beach Parks

and Recreation.

Eight center participants accepted the
challenge to try the low-impact exercise
class, a combination of therapeutic
stretching, beginning yoga, toning and
more held at Long Beach’s Recreation
Park. Signing up for the public class
and sticking with it took courage that
has paid big dividends in physical fitness
and confidence. Three semesters later,
all eight are still enjoying the healthy
work-out, alongside their typical

community members.

“We have a beautiful facility,” said
Long Beach Center Director Barbara
Schlosser, “but we are always looking
to add community programs as part of

our curriculum.”

Makeover Makes a Splash

The year-round warm water pool at
our Long Beach Center provides program
participants and community members
with a wide range of open and structured
aquatics activities. Now serving up to
400 swimmers per month, and more
than three decades old, our popular pool
received a welcome update this year with
a renovated pool deck and new restroom
floors. The makeover was made possible
through funding from our Long Beach
Center Guild, celebrating 30 years of
generous and attentive support for

the center.

NEWPORT-MESA CENTER
COSTA MESA

Sharing Fun, Bridging a Gap
Some paths to understanding require
nothing more complicated than movies
and pizza. Once a month, children from
Paularino Elementary School in the City
of Costa Mesa’s Parks and Recreation
after school program join children in
our Newport-Mesa Center’s after school
program to watch a movie and munch

on pizza.

“Movie Time,” a recently launched

inclusion partnership held at our center’s
home base on the grounds of Paularino
Elementary, is a huge success. Because
both after school programs share the same
playground, our movie-and-pizza day is
fostering friendly interactions between

both groups of children.

Center children with disabilities
feel less isolated and are more confident
going outside to play. Their mainstream
counterparts are more comfortable, seeing
past the differences that some had found
intimidating. Some run to greet each

other, just like friends anywhere.

“Instances of playground teasing,
a difficult reality for too many children
with disabilities, have lessened,” said
Joy Thomas, Newport-Mesa Center
director. The “Movie Time” program is
so popular that both after school programs
now use it as a reward for good behavior

and goal achievement.
“It has bridged a big gap,” Thomas said.

Tom Fillmore, with an older son in the
AbilityFirst program and a younger son at
Paularino Elementary, feels that “Movie
Time” is achieving its intended effect in
terms of inclusion and awareness. “It’s
pretty obvious from looking at everybody
that they enjoy being there and that theyre
having a good time being together,”

he said.

Awareness Efforts Bear Fruit
AbilityFirst’s oldest community
center for children and adults with
disabilities, the Paul Weston Center, saw
a 30% increase in its number of program
participants this year, thanks to an
ongoing strategy to bring new children

into the program.

A plan for community involvement,
mapped out by Director Jeffrey Richards
and his staff, put the focus on parental
involvement and targeted outreach to
Regional Center case workers and special
education teachers at local schools. The
result: an influx of referrals due to renewed
awareness of the Paul Weston Center’s

After School Enrichment Program.

The plan’s emphasis on inclusion,
highlighted by the center’s AbilityFirst Cub
Scout Pack 88 and collaborative projects
that bring Boy Scout troops to the center
for joint activities, have continued fostering

interest as well.

New Roads to Adventure

The Gold Diggers, the Paul Weston
Center’s longtime support group, kept
the momentum going with the welcome
donation of two much-needed new vans.
The cost of modifying one van for full
accessibility with an electric lift and
wheelchair ramp was offset by a $2,000
cash grant from the Boeckmann Charitable

Foundation through Bert Boeckmann,

owner of Galpin Ford in Van Nuys, where

the vans were purchased.

The new vehicles enabled the center
to institute an enriched and expanded
summer program. Participants of all ages
were able to not only travel to a nearby
bowling alley and other local sites in
comfort, but many had the opportunity to
practice socialization and adaptive skills
by mixing with the larger community at
beaches and amusement parks, enjoying
summer fun that had been limited or

impossible due to lack of transportation.

CAMP PAIVIKA
CRESTLINE

Fun, Care and Enrichment
Nestled among the pines in the San
Bernardino National Forest, Camp Paivika
offers traditional summer and winter
outdoor recreation tailored to engage and
enrich the lives of children, teens and
adults with mild to severe physical and

developmental disabilities.

Founded in 1947 and fully accredited
by the American Camping Association,
Camp Paivika hums with fun, from arts
and crafts and cookouts to horseback

riding, hiking and much more.

Many campers — and staff — return
year after year. Some have been coming
for decades. Many regulars, like Timothy
Musick, 21, are former Camp Joan Mier

participants.

Timothy, a senior and broadcast
communications major at the University of
La Verne, was initially reluctant to make
the change. “I didn’t want to go,” he said.
On the morning that he was to leave for
his first Camp Paivika stay, his parents
“basically had to force me to go.” When
Timothy returned home, “I told them that I
enjoyed my time at Camp Paivika so much
that I never wanted to go back to Joan Mier
again. This was almost nine years ago. I've

been going ever since.”

No Barriers to Friendship

At Camp Paivika, shared interests are
a powerful path to friendship and our staff
members, while taking care of campers’
personal care needs and providing
supervision, relate to adult campers as

peers and friends.

Michael Griggs, a young man in his
20s who has cerebral palsy and uses a
wheelchair, has been coming to camp
since he was a little boy. He and Camp
Unit Supervisor Steve Sykora bonded over
a love of books and good conversation.
“They’re always together talking,” Camp
Director Kelly Kunsek laughed. “They’re
big philosophers and very well read.”

“We all come from different walks of
life and have different views of how the
world works and how we wish it would,”
Griggs wrote in a recent essay about his

Paivika experience.

“But magically, somehow our views
mesh together and we finally find a

common ground.”

New Partnership a Two-Way
Street to Success

Our always-busy L. L. Frank Work
Center on the outskirts of downtown
Los Angeles, where 78 of its work center
participants with disabilities gain work
skills while earning a paycheck, is even
busier these days. Growing by leaps and
bounds, thanks to worker productivity, the
center has nearly tripled its revenue over

the last two years.

This year’s highlight was the launch
of a significant partnership with new
client DIRECTV. A team of 17 center
participants carefully sorts and cleans
DIRECTV memory cards, readying them

for recycling and reprogramming. The

process represents substantial savings
for DIRECTYV, which previously had been

unable to reuse the cards.

This resounding success has
led DIRECTYV to consider moving
the memory card operation to the
company’s El Segundo premises. This
move would afford L. L. Frank Center
Work Center participants the opportunity
to become employees of DIRECTV,
supported through our Employment

Services Program.

“We'’ve been collaborating with
AbilityFirst since March 2008,” said
DIRECTYV representative Christian Heath.
“They jumped right in and quickly got up
to speed with our processes. You can see
on their faces how excited they are to be
able to contribute on a daily basis. They’ve

really done a great job for us.”

PASADENA WORK CENTER
PASADENA

Sales and Satisfaction

Customer satisfaction paid big
dividends this year for the Pasadena Work
Center and its hard-working Business
Services employees. Packaging, bulk mail,
shredding, shrink-wrapping and other
services resulted in more than $109,000 in
subcontract sales. It was the work center’s

highest yearly total to date.

“It means we're getting a lot of
business and that we're keeping our
customers happy, and it means higher
wages for our participants,” said Director

Peter Yoou.

Ready to Move On

A success story of a different kind

occurred when Pasadena Work Center



participant Katey Messner decided that she

was ready to transition into our Supported
Employment Program. With ongoing

help from her program coach, Messner,
39, landed her first office job assisting
Pasadena Work Center staff Monday
through Friday.

“I wanted to do something different,”
said Messner, expressing gratitude for
the center staff’s encouragement to take
on receptionist duties. Her favorite task?
“Answering the phones,” she said, but the
best part of the job, she added, is that “I
get to help people and help the staff.”

A Bridge to Understanding
The Pasadena Work Center’s
partnership with nearby LaSalle High

School continues to develop, building

relationships between individuals

with disabilities and teens in the wider
community. Each semester, LaSalle
student volunteers come to the center
during the week in groups of four or five.
The high school seniors sit beside center
participants, getting acquainted while
offering one-on-one assistance as needed.
“We get their help,” commented Yoou,
“but more than that, we get a special type
of relationship-friendship inclusion, which

is a big part of AbilityFirst’s mission.”

PAUL WESTON WORK CENTER
WOODLAND HILLS
Can-do Spirit

The Paul Weston Work Center

was humming as its Business Services

participants, including 18 new hires,

proved their can-do spirit and met the
challenge of this year’s heavier-than-

usual work load.

The resulting rise in productivity
sparked an increase in contract revenue for
the Woodland Hills-based center of 70%
over 2007-2008, from $54,000 to $92,000.
The increase was due in large part to a
high-volume packaging project for the
center’s newest client, art company Do-A-
Dot, which sells educational art kits and

child-friendly markers.

“We started with them last year,” said
Director Don Costill, “but this year we

really got things rolling.”



EMPLOYMENT SERVICES

Measurable Success

The primary objective of AbilityFirst
Employment Services is to provide
the support that individuals with
developmental disabilities need to find
meaningful jobs and succeed as employees
working in the business world. To ensure
a smooth transition, we provide pre-
employment training to help equip adults
with important job and workplace skills.
Our job placement staff carefully evaluates
both the prospective employee and the
job at-hand to ensure that each person’s
abilities and skills are matched to specific
employer needs. Then job coaches, who
work right alongside each new employee,
assist in supervision and provide on-the-
job training.

This past year, we successfully
assisted 12 adults with disabilities who
expressed an interest in transitioning from
our work centers to securing jobs with
local companies. Thirty-five AbilityFirst
supported employees obtained jobs in
the community; 19 of these were through
our Deaf and Hard of Hearing Program.

Earning a Paycheck,
Building Confidence

Sanda Myint loves her job at the
Aquarium of the Pacific in Long Beach.
Myint, a native of the Union of Burma,
who became a U.S. citizen in 2004 and
is bilingual, has been part of the popular
tourist attraction’s housekeeping staff
since January 2008. A reliable and
dedicated employee, Myint has seen her
salary increase as her hours have doubled,

from 15 when she began, to 30 today.

Myint, who has a developmental
disability, is a mother with a teenage son.
She hopes to work even more hours in the
future in order to contribute as much as
she can to her household, which includes

her mom.

“I like my job very much. I'm happy

there. I want to work more hours to pay

.

bills and help my mom out,” said Myint.
She would also like to have her own car
one day, “because I don’t want to catch the

bus forever.”

She has high praise for her AbilityFirst
job coach, Kenny Kuch, who has helped
her feel less intimidated by the crowds
she encounters at the Aquarium. With his
encouragement, Myint says, “I'm full of
perseverance, I can work bravely, I'm not

scared of anyone.”

Myint came to the Supported
Employment Program in 2005 after
working as an assembly worker at
Community Rehabilitation Industries,
which had merged with AbilityFirst in
2004. She has worked as a front desk
receptionist and a courtesy clerk, but she

likes her current job the most.

The best part? The sea lions. “I love
them.” Myint says. She enjoys the way
they “come running” when they see her
polishing the windows of their enclosure.
Her face lights up as she tells of the day
that she was allowed to meet one sea lion

up close and stroke its fur.



ACCESSIBLE HOUSING

AbilityFirst Apartments
Irvine Open

Roll-in showers for wheelchair users.
Emergency pull cords and personal alarms.
Signs in Braille and handrails in the halls.
A community room, kitchen, office and
laundry facilities. AbilityFirst Apartments
Irvine, a brand-new independent
living housing complex for low-income
individuals with disabilities, was designed

with the varied needs of residents in mind.

To further enhance the quality of life

for residents at the new facility, Irvine CPA

and consulting firm Wright Ford Young
& Co. donated $4,000 for the purchase of
adaptive exercise equipment and/or the
hiring of an adaptive exercise trainer to

provide on-site instruction.

One of only two such fully accessible
facilities in Irvine, and the first in Orange
County for AbilityFirst, the new 24-
unit complex of one- and two-bedroom
apartments opened in May and was made
possible by a partnership among the City
of Irvine, the County of Orange, the State
of California, the Federal Department of
Housing and Urban Development and

AbilityFirst.
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A waiting list of more than 100

applicants for apartments in the new
building testifies to the critical need for

affordable and fully accessible housing.

AbilityFirst was honored for the Irvine
complex, and for its efforts to provide for

FUNDRAISING HIGHLIGHTS

Recognition of AbilityFirst

However different, all are united in
their belief in the AbilityFirst mission to
help children and adults with physical and
developmental disabilities realize their full
potential. We are deeply grateful for their

dedication and generosity.

LONG BEACH CENTER GUILD

The AbilityFirst Long Beach Center
Guild, celebrating its 30th anniversary
in 2008, has helped transform the
center through its generous donations.
An accessible garden and fountain, a
rubberized molded sports court, the
resurfacing and tiling of the Aquatics
Center and the Long Beach Center Guild
Children’s Room, are just some of the
improvements to the center made possible

by the Guild’s fundraising efforts.

GOLD DIGGERS

Formed in 1950, the Gold Diggers
set a standard of excellence as the first
women’s auxiliary of AbilityFirst, then
known as the Crippled Children’s
Society. The Gold Diggers’ hearts have
always supported the Paul Weston

Center in Woodland Hills. This year they
donated two new vans to expand travel

opportunities for center participants.

FOOTHILL GUILD

The AbilityFirst Claremont Center’s
long-standing support group, the Foothill
Guild, established in 1965, held its 25th
annual fundraising gala at the Candlelight
Pavilion Dinner Theatre, presented in
conjunction with the Claremont Kiwanis
Club.

Ted’s own empathy for individuals
facing physical and developmental
challenges was inspired by a favorite
cousin with cerebral palsy who died as
a young girl. “She had a beautiful voice
and she could play the piano,” he says. “I
remember how nice she was. I didn’t look
at her as being any different than I was. I

just admired her talent.”

The greatest thing about his
involvement with AbilityFirst, Ted adds, is
seeing “the little happiness’s” that occur
when agency programs change the way
children and adults with disabilities feel
about themselves. As they make advances
toward realizing their potential, their
experiences give program participants a

sense of value, he says.
“That makes it all worthwhile.”
